I had been doing research looking into what student- parents go through to support their kids and education. So my conclusion and the argument of the photo had to be connotative because I associated my research with what the picture was saying. Basically after referring to the illustration of Denotative vs. connotative on page 189 in the textbook I concluded that there is no back story in a Denotative argument, just the facts.
